Gifts for staff- a reminder

Department of Education (DOE) Code of Conduct teachers cannot accept gifts
valued at more than $50. If it is a gift from a class or group, it must total no
more than $50 per student. Teachers are also unable to accept cash or gifts
which may be redeemed for cash such as prepaid visa cards. Gift cards for
movies or shops up to the value of $50 are allowed. If you are unsure, please
contact the office before purchasing. Thank you for understanding these DOE
guidelines.

Student progress reports for this Semester will be sent home to parents on
Monday 12 December. They are not available any earlier. If your child is not
here, we will keep it in the office for you to collect when you return to school.
